THE LIFE, LEGACY, AND IMPACT OF OUR FIRST CAMP DIRECTOR; THE CHEIF SCOUT.

"Do not pass yourself by... Sure, you are a potential hero, and | admire and salute you for that. But there is a greatness which is part of
everyday life that is beyond medals and citations. It is the magnificent inner spirit of yourself. You think, perhaps, that you know your
own full measure, but you do not." - Samuel D. Bogan I

In time, the author hopes to bring to light a comprehensive story of the Camp Barton Staff. The story of the men and women who made
Camp Barton great. It is most fitting however, that the story of the origin of the Camp Barton Staff be told first. For everything that followed
may then be understood.

Samuel Douglas “Sam” Bogan, was born on November 20, 1898 in Livingston Louisiana to parents Rev. Samuel Skolfield Bogan & Mrs. Virginia
Margaret (Whatley) Bogan. He was the 2™ eldest of nine siblings born between 1896 and 1914 -( Harney, Grace, Margaret, Adapoe, Bernice,
John, Geneva, and James)

Sam’s childhood was integrated in faith and ministries which led to his family residing in several parts of Louisiana between 1900 and 1920.
The “Bogan Brigade” moved in and around Shreveport Louisianna where his father was a prominent Methodist Minister. Brief exerpts from
his 1966 novel “No Larger Fields” indicate that from a very young age Sam, and older brother Harney, carried a '
strong passion for nature, pioneer tradtions, and exploration. Sam would go on to attend Louisianna State University.

Boy Scouting in the United States had been introduced in 1910, and in 1913 Ithaca saw its first organized troop. It is
referenced in an Ithaca Journal article from April 14,1922 that Bogan first became interested in Scouting at the age of 12.
According to the same article, Bogans first step into Scouting occured when he took on the role of Asisstant Scoutmaster
of Troop 6 in Baton Rouge, LA for one year, and then assumed the role of Scoutmaster. Bogan simultaneously helped
organize what would become the old Attakapas Council in October of 1919. Bogan was actually hired by community
leaders before there was an official council. Sam promoted Scouting in the area, built interest for a council, and became
a key founder. Bogan would unofficially served as the Council Executive until he was formally commissioned by the Boy
Scouts of America on November 22,1919. Sam’s paperwork had been held over at the national office until he turned 21 on §
November 20th. Sam Bogan at the time, and to date, was the youngest professional Scout Executive in the country. As
Scout Executive, he organized Camp John Evans, and was its first director in 1920 and 1921.

Bogan would simultaneously play a critical and founding role in what would become the Ouxouiga Lodge of the

Order of the Arrow- starting at Camp John Evans as a fraternal order for Scouts who exemplified the highest standard
of effort and Spirit. 1

In early 1922, a Cornell alumnus named Henry Clay Smith was working in Baton Rouge Louisianna on an extension
assignment for Cornell University when he befriended a now 23 year old Bogan. Smith, knowing that the expanding
Ithaca Council was searching for an executive, recommeneded Bogan in learning of his experience locally. Bogan
would be hired sight unseen by the Ithaca Council and was officially annouced as the new Scout Executive in the
Ithaca Journal on March 15,1922. A contributing factor in this hire was Louis Agassiz Fuertes, the Ithaca Councils
chairman for the committee purposed in developing a camp. Fuertes’ support during this time, would carry with Bogan

his entire life and made a profound impact on him. Sam arrived in Ithaca New York on a typical poor weather March day in 1922 and
did so with the understanding that he could enroll in, and attend, Cornell University while working for the council. Sam would graduate with
honors in 1926.

Upon his arrival to the Ithaca Council, Bogan was met with vast enthusiasm from a growing list of prominent
Ithacans. A key relationship quickly formed with Charles H. Newman, a local attorney who was instrumental
in Scoutings advancement in the area. The Ithaca Council was growing rapidly and “Scouting Fever” had set
in. Bogan soon implemented his strategies from Louisianna and began further promoting Scouting,
recruiting leadership, and networking the leadership together. It became clear though that Bogans main
expectation was to tend to the Ithaca Council’s forwith priority, a camp, and Bogan new he would need to
lead, and assemble a leadership “staff” worthy of the challenge.

Eight months prior, on June 3™ of 1921, the Ithaca Council announced that plans for a Scout Camp had been
made. Led by then, Council President, Ernest D. Button, and outgoing Scout Executive Louis O. Heinhold, the
camp was originally announced to be held the 18" - 30" of July 1922 at Lake Ridge on the east side of
Cayuga Lake near what would become Miliken Station. Just 8 days later, after surge of interest occured
following the article, the report from the council had changed such that the camp would now be held the
first two weeks of August of 1922, with a capacity of 50 Scouts.

In a 1977 publication of the Cornell Alumni News, Bogan references growing excitement from the boys and
their leaders, as if they knew something big was going to happen. Bogan states that he visited each troop

' and asked the Scouts if they wanted a camp, if they wanted to come to a camp, and if they would excite

y their friends to do the same. Bogan exclaimed that he had “more irons in the fire than hours in the week”
during his first few months in Ithaca. It would be Bogan, Aggasiz Fuertes, and Newman who would ultimately
pursue the site at Taughannock based on various “Cornelian Influencers”. Bogan arranged to meet with
John & Amelia Jones, a well off couple from Philadephia, who owned the then 800 acre estate. The Jones’ allowed use of their land for the
new camp and a site was selected on what is now “North Point” for the main encampment. Bogan, Aggasiz-Fuertes (who was chairman of the
camping commitee), and Newman would decide to name the camp after the first president of the Ithaca Council, a Cornell Alumn (1891') by
the name of Col. Frank Arthur Barton. Barton was the long time commandant of the ROTC at Cornell. During Bogans first one hundred days
mimeograph applications for camp were sent out, and capacity filled fast. A wave of hew Scouts had hit the Ithaca Council like never before -
all in excitement of what was to come at Camp Barton. —

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On the morning of Saturday July 15, 1922 -the Advance Guard of Camp Barton, Ithaca Council, Boy Scouts of America set out for
Taughannock Estate in preparation for the offical start of camp to begin on Wednesday July 19. Ten Scouts, led by Bogan would spend four
days handling the physical preparations for the camp. A second wave, consisting of the majority of remaining attendees (near 50) would
arrive on Monday July 17, and continue with preparations. Instruction and program commenced on Wednesday July 19" with the arrival of
the remaining leaders, Scouts, and the staff.

Just shy of four months from the day he arrived in Ithaca, Samuel D. Bogan had brought Camp Barton to life. 50 Scouts and Leaders were
experiencing an organized council camp for the very first time. They were led not by their year round leaders but rather a group of 20 men
who had been specifically recruited to piece together a two week program that would furnish ample opportunities and more detailed study in
areas such as Scoutcraft, Woodcraft, Ecology, Sports, and Aquatics. Sam had more or less been self appointed (with the backing of Fuertes &
Newman) for the role of Camp Director, a position he would embrace for seven summers. o EEEE——

The leadership personnel of Camp Barton in its earliest of days holds a remarkably deep connection to Cornell University and it would not be
unreasonable for Camp Barton during this time to have been considered some form of an extension of its faculty. Of the twenty staff that
served both in 1922 and in 1923, eighteen had a direct tie to Cornell either as an employee or student. It is no secret that Bogan’s core
leadership network was recruited with support from Agassiz Fuertes. When Bogan began his studies in the fall of 1922 he quickly befriended
two professors; James Chester Bradley and Ephraim Lawrence Palmer- both renowned naturalists who Bogan further influenced and
gravitated towards Scouting. The Cornell connection served as a major foundation for the recruitment and standard of staffing at Camp
Barton well beyond Sam Bogan’s tenure. Bogan recognized the significance of these connections and took full advantage of Scoutings surge
in popularity in the community as a result of the launching of Camp Barton. The Camp Barton Staff from day 1 was an extremely desirable
group to be part of, and the constant affiliations to Cornell furthered its notariety for many years to come.

Bogan, at the age of 23, had earned a college degree, become the youngest professional executive in both the country and the history of the
Boy Scout organization in America, had founded and directed two Scout camps, had instituted two fraternal organizations within each camp,
and had assembled a staff of prominent scholars and renowned profiessionals. T  —

The summer of 1922 not only was witness to Samuel D. Bogan inagurating Camp Barton into history, it also was witness the introduction of
Chi-Sigma. Bogan had stayed true to his time in Louisiana with the foundations of a fraternal order, and he, in similar fashion, would
collaborate with prominent staff including Fuertes, Bradley, Palmer, and Newman to form an honors fraternity. Chi Sigma, meaning camp
spirit, was instituted and quickly becaome the gold standard of Scout experience and achievment at Camp Barton.

Chi Sigma would contiue to strengthen as a fraternal order, and would provide service in the form skilled labor, conservation, leadership, and
mentorship at Camp Barton. The fraternity grew and its importance for longevity became essetial. This culminated with Chi Sigma’s eventual
alignment in Scouting as part of the Order of the Arrow on November 19, 1947.

In the summer of 1923, as if Sam Bogans contributions weren’t enough, he would implement yet another treasured staple of Camp Barton’s
legacy. What was intially known as the “Camp Letters” was introduced. The symbol was that of a capital B made from felt. Today, those who
know Camp Barton would refer to this symbol as our historic “Barton B”. The Scouts, Adult Leaders, and Staff would enthusiastically take on
the requirements of the “Camp Letters” during that summer, and each to follow. The Camp Letters were the first symbol of one’s
committment to Camp Barton. Bogans way of establishing an endowment to the camp. A symbol reflective of the stewardship and challege
necessary to keep the camp itself healthy, while fostering the growing need for challege and accomplishment of the Scouts, both new and
returning. For over 100 years the Barton B has been the most recongizable brand of Camp Barton. The B has traveled worldwide, it has been a
spokesperson, a salesperson, and a ambassador of fellowship. So what do you think? -is the B for Barton, or is it for Bogan? or both?

In April of 1924, the New York State Park System is formally established. By April of 1925, the Finger Lakes State Parks Commission, under the
leadership of Robert H. Treman, officialy opens Taughannock as a State Park. Camp Barton would remain on the property during the
summers of 1925 and 1926 but, as Taughannock quickly develops, the need for a new home intensifies. Sam Bogan would yet again rise to the
occassion, now collaborating with several “Scout-Friendly” benefactors led by Professor James E. Rice of Trumansburg. After months of
unsuccessful searching, Frontenac Point, an adequate space of around 90 acres, a historic hotel, and nearly 3,000 feet of lake frontage
becomes a possibility. An option was secured in December of 1926 with an expiry of January 1927. The property was parcled into three
sections. The price was $12,150.00 and a mortage of $5,000.00 was awared. In March of 1927, a total of 111 private loans are secured by the
Ithaca Council from within its membership and the land is purchased from Nellie M. Prager who had purchased that proeertx in 1915.

The “new” Camp Barton would open on July 3™ 1927 with Samuel D. Bogan at the helm. It would be dedicated on
July 15,1927, at a ceremony which drew over a thousand visitors despite a heavy rainstorm. Bogan would
deliver a poweful benediction which he referred to as “The Spirit of Camp Barton” The speech was headed

with the words “Address of Dedication”. Bogans speech dedicated the property to the welfare of American
Boyhood. He proclaimed Camp Barton to be hallowed ground and dedicated to both human progress and the
devine right to make each generation better and nobler than the last.
Words that resonate now more than ever today.

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By the time Sam Bogan would depart Ithaca in early 1929, the Ithaca Council, now known as the Louis Agassiz Fuertes Council - in
honor of Bogans friend, fellow staffer, and mentor who tragically was killed in a motor vehicle accident in 1927, the Camp Barton Staff is a
unique and extravagent blend of renowned scholars, public figures, and men with an appreciation of theatrics, humor, music, and a passion for
not only the operations of the camp, but the stewardship of its grounds. The Camp Barton Staff Legacy, although very much in its infancy is
evident and true. Without need for maturation the Camp Barton Staff establishes itself as a highly desirable place in the community. Bogan
uses Chi-Sigma, the B, and the Camp Barton Hall of Fame as a form of natural selection to identify the men who are ready for staff, and those
who are the pioneers of it. For 7 years & 37 days Samuel D. Bogan has led tirelessly by example through a period of great development and new
beginnings. He has embedded tradition and created culture. He has forged the spirit of Camp Barton through development of the camp
environment into those supporting it. Bogan’s culture fosters readiness of the men who will take the torch from him and advance the path
forward. Key staffers such as Fredrick D. Wilcox, Harry Albert Britton, Irving T. Beach, Guy C. Mitchell, Frederick T. “Fritz” Boesch, Kenneth D.
Spear and others create a core element each summer. History is written, and a legacy is born.

Bogan would resign from his post in Ithaca in April of 1929 and would return to Louisianna to become
Scout Executive of the Norwela Council in Shreveport on May 1, 2029 yet again leaving an enviable record
(—‘———,"—‘ in his wake. Bogan would be enthusiastically welcomed by the areas [
@'WiTH THE ‘3 troops, some holding banquets in his honor in excess of 200 guests.
S ‘U 'f & g| Bogan, true to his Scouting foundations would elevate the desire of

STt oS /| the camping element to the Norwell Council- specifically at Camp
| My Ccaddo. Caddo, today known as Kinsey Scout Reservation, becomes
Bogan’s next installment of successful camps. He would establish
many of the same values and principles developed at Camp Barton.

Values centered around a talented, well trained group of leadership.
KSR remains Louisianna’s premier Scouting camp experience today.

Bogan'’s stint with the Norwela Council would last unti June of 1934 when his next chapter and
promotion would bring him back to the north eastern US where he would again take the reigns
as the top Scout official of the Quinnipiac Council of New Haven Connecticut. Bogan, and his
family would leave for Connecticut on July 5% 1934. Not only would his mark be left with the
Norwella Councils enrollment, leadership advancement, and camping developments - but remarkably amidst
the onset of the great depression, Bogan would most notably be recognized for pulling the Norwella council
out of a major financial crisis and eradicating their debt.

For Samuel D. Bogan, the move to Connecticut would be his last relocation, and the beginning of his final
chapter in professional Scouting, one that woul last until his retirement on December 1* 1963. The Quinnipiac
Council, much like the Ithaca Council a decade prior, had caught wind of Bogan’s abilities and aggressively
campaigned to aquire his services. It is also known that the national office of the Boy Scouts of America
played a hand in Bogan’s transfer to Connecticut. At the time, the Quinipiac Council was regarded as one

of Scoutings key councils. The councils location and proximity to Yale University was of major importance
during a time of national crisis. Similarly - Camp Barton’s proximity to Cornell University during these same
years would prove imeasurable. The Quinnipiac Council’s pride and joy opened in 1922, and then relocated
and “re-opened” in 1927 at its present location - sound familiar?. Camp Sequassen would become Samuel D.
Bogans new home, and would be the canvas of his career’s most outstanding accomplishsments. Not only
did Camp Sequassen rapidly become the gold standard of Scouting camp’s for the northeastern US, it also
became the benchmark for the model of volunteer dedication and service to a camp by means of an alumni
association. The concept of a return investment was Bogan’s backbone through it all. John Evans, Kinsey,
Barton, Sequassen - all built on the notion that a leadership and staff which inherently passes a torch of
expectaion, tradition, and empowerment not only to the youth of the program, but to itself, is the adhesive
necessary for success and longevity. The proof is in the pudding. ]

While Bogan’s home remained in New Haven the expansiveness of his footprint on Scouting was global. Not
only did he tend to the needs of the Qunnipiac Council, and further its status as one of the nations top tier
councils still to this day, he ventured outward and would establish a massive international Scouting exchange
program for Scouts from around the globe to experience the brotherhood afar. Bogan became deeply routed
in the World Jamboree and served as a Cheif of Operations during the 10*", 11*", 12" 13" and 14" events held
in 1959 (Phillippines) , 1963 (Greece), 1967 (Sweden), 1971 (Japan), and 1975 (Norway) respectively.

Three years following his retirement in 1966, Bogan would publish his book No Larger Fields - the story of his
personal Scouting journey, focused in pair with the history of the Quinnipiac Council & Camp Sequassen.
Bogan was an already established author at the time, 20 years prior in 1946 Bogan had published and
released a well regarded narriative surrounding a Scouters journey at Philmont Scout Reservation called

Let the Coyotes Howl. The book would be referred to as a pivotal “promotional piece” and a major attirbute
to the poularity of Philmont, which at the time of its release, was just 8 years into operations.

A career spent devoted to the positive development of male youth in America founded on the basic principles
of outdoorsmanship, survival, citizenship, athleticism, and leadership. A devotion to the well being of culture.
Samuel D. Bogan was arguably synonymous with the term selflessness. He was the embodiment of Scouting.
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Camp Barton would be graced with one final visit from Samuel D. Bogan during the summer of 1977, the camps 50th Anniversary
season at Frontenac Point. Bogan was welcomed by alumni from his era, and many of his successors. Brothers of whom he did not know, but
who knew of him, and carried a profound gratitude for his efforts to establish Camp Barton 54 years prior. Then Camp Director, Alan C.
Dixon, recalled spending time with Bogan during his visit and noted the aura that filled the air when he was present. A humble, calm
demeanor, a stoic presence. A man for whom without we would not exist. Our Founder.

Samuel D. Bogan, husband to Elenaor C., father to Stephen D., Sylvia D., and Forrest A; renound Scouting professional, author, and
community figure passes away on Sunday April 25" 1982 at the age of 83 leaving behind a legacy within every path he walked. A life not once
discouraged by obstacles but rather motivated by their difficulty. A man whose value might best be measred by the object of his pursuit and
a man who shows us how opportunity exists each day in all that we do to positively influence those around us. Whether it's through acts of
kindness, mentorship, or advocacy for causes we believe in, our legacy is the path which allows us to make a meaningful impact on the lives
of others.

In 2027 we will celebrate 100 years of operations at Frontenac Point. We will celebrate Camp Barton for what it was established for, and what
it has meant to thousands upon thousands. We will continue to recognize the life and legacy of our founder Samuel D. Bogan, and the gift he
worked so tirelessly to provide all of us with. We will rededicate ourselves to Bogan’s writings of the Camp Barton Spirit, and we will continue
onward in our pursuit to preserve Barton’s history, its present, and its future for all. The formation of the Camp Barton Staff Alumni
Association is a reflection of the values Sam Bogan bestowed in every path he forged. Timeless values that we must remain in pursuit of.

Three Falls State Park may now be the name identified with Frontenac Point for those unkowing of its past. The facade may continue to stray
from scenes forever etched in our memories. Whether Camp Barton continues to remain synonymous with Three Falls State Park and
Frontenac Point rests within our committment to ensure that both awareness and appreciation exist above and beyond what efforts may be
made in opposition. Our dedication to these efforts is the echo of Sam’s beleif in Camp Barton, and we must prevail.

“However soon the time may come when we shall relinquish the direction of this camp to another generation, | prophesy that
the time will not come when the music of these waves will cease to echo in the memories of Barton’s sons, when the voice of
our night shall lose its melody, or the spirit of unselfish service engendered here shall have passed away; for when our

sons, like Odysseus, behold the rosy-fingered dawn, they will stand erect before their Creator, tasting that divine reverence
which leads to an appreciation of all that is beautiful and true.”

Until 1969 Camp Barton did not have an official Camp Ranger.
Caretaking of our beloved camp was a shared unwritten
responsibility of all those who used the land and its resources in
Scouting. Chi Sigma was the first service installment at Camp
Barton - which evolved into an Order of the Arrow Lodge. Other
entities such as the Camp Barton Alumni Association, and the
Camp Barton Campmaster Corps would equally do their part to
contribute to Camp Barton’s upkeep over time. The bar however

was set when the Louis Aggasiz Fuertes Council hired Joseph D.
CAM P RA N G E R Crossgrove in the fall of 1969.

Joe, a native of the Freeville/Dryden area had been regularly volunteering at camp for several years at that point, especially since
the 1968 captial campaign brought in plenty of necessary work to upgrade the infastructure and added several new buildings around
the property. Joe’s appointment was announced in the Ithaca Journal on March 12, 1970. Joe was a full time employee across the
lake for NYSEG at their Miliken Station generating plant and would simultaneously serve as the ranger - nothing short of a second full
time “plus” responsibility. The newly constructed ranger house, and shop would become the camps base of caretaking operations

and Joe would be the man in support of Barton’s growing popularity and regional interest.

It is even harder to do so when the person is quiet, humble, and always ahead of the game. Thats Joe. He simply

did the job, he did it well, and he did it right — not for acolade, or praise, he did it for camp. Joe cared about every
square foot of the property, he took pride in every facility, and in doing so he naturally motivated others to help him. During Joe’s
tenure there was a sense of pride that existed, and a sense of responsibility to be there to help. There was an unspoken obligation
that everyone embraced. If you look around in Scouting today - the camps that are surviving have this exact mentality. They survive
because everyone wants to be part of the solution. Knowing Joe, he likely didnt intend to create this environment as he just assume
do the work himself, however it developed in many, as a sign of respect for him. When you fully comprehend the amount of work Joe
did, and what he established at the camp its really hard to beleive that Joe’s employment in camp came to an end. In 1990, at the
hands of professional Scouts with changing values, new ideas, and so called better solutions, the Baden-Powell Council moved on
from Joe.

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	THE FOUNDER- CONTINUED...
	On the morning of Saturday July 15, 1922 -the Advance Guard of Camp Barton, Ithaca Council, Boy Scouts of America set out for Taughannock Estate in preparation for the offical start of camp to begin on Wednesday July 19. Ten Scouts, led by Bogan would spend four days handling the physical preparations for the camp. A second wave, consisting of the majority of remaining attendees (near 50) would arrive on Monday July 17, and continue with preparations. Instruction and program commenced on Wednesday July 19th with the arrival of the remaining leaders, Scouts, and the staff.
	Just shy of four months from the day he arrived in Ithaca, Samuel D. Bogan had brought Camp Barton to life.  50 Scouts and Leaders were  experiencing an organized council camp for the very first time. They were led not by their year round leaders but rather a group of 20 men who had been specifically recruited to piece together a two week program that would furnish ample opportunities and more detailed study in areas such as Scoutcraft, Woodcraft,  Ecology, Sports, and Aquatics. Sam had more or less been self appointed (with the backing of Fuertes & Newman) for the role of Camp Director, a position he would embrace for seven summers.
	The leadership personnel of Camp Barton in its earliest of days holds a remarkably deep connection to Cornell University and it would not be unreasonable for Camp Barton during this time to have been considered some form of an extension of its faculty. Of the twenty staff that served both in 1922 and in 1923, eighteen had a direct tie to Cornell either as an employee or student. It is no secret that Bogan’s core leadership network was recruited with support from Agassiz Fuertes. When Bogan began his studies in the fall of 1922 he quickly befriended two professors; James Chester Bradley and Ephraim Lawrence Palmer- both renowned naturalists who Bogan further influenced and gravitated towards Scouting. The Cornell connection served as a major foundation for the recruitment and standard of staffing at Camp Barton well beyond Sam Bogan’s tenure. Bogan recognized the significance of these connections and took full advantage of Scoutings surge in popularity in the community as a result of the launching of Camp Barton. The Camp Barton Staff from day 1 was an extremely desirable group to be part of, and the constant affiliations to Cornell furthered its notariety for many years to come.
	Bogan, at the age of 23, had earned a college degree, become the youngest professional executive in both the country and the history of the Boy Scout organization in America,  had founded and directed two Scout camps, had instituted two fraternal organizations within each camp, and had assembled a staff of prominent scholars and renowned professionals.
	The summer of 1922 not only was witness to Samuel D. Bogan inagurating Camp Barton into history, it also was witness the introduction of Chi-Sigma.  Bogan had stayed true to his time in Louisiana with the foundations of a fraternal order, and he, in similar fashion, would collaborate with prominent staff including Fuertes, Bradley, Palmer, and Newman to form an honors fraternity. Chi Sigma, meaning camp spirit, was instituted and quickly becaome the gold standard of Scout experience and achievment at Camp Barton.
	Chi Sigma would contiue to strengthen as a fraternal order, and would provide service in the form skilled labor, conservation, leadership, and mentorship at Camp Barton. The fraternity grew and its importance for longevity became essetial. This culminated with Chi Sigma’s eventual alignment in Scouting as part of the Order of the Arrow on November 19, 1947.
	In the summer of 1923, as if Sam Bogans contributions weren’t enough, he would implement yet another treasured staple of Camp Barton’s legacy. What was intially known as the “Camp Letters” was introduced. The symbol was that of a capital B made from felt. Today, those who know Camp Barton would refer to this symbol as our historic “Barton B”.  The Scouts, Adult Leaders, and Staff would enthusiastically take on the requirements of the “Camp Letters” during that summer, and each to follow. The Camp Letters were the first symbol of one’s committment to Camp Barton. Bogans way of establishing an endowment to the camp. A symbol reflective of the stewardship and challege necessary to keep the camp itself healthy, while fostering the growing need for challege and accomplishment of the Scouts, both new and returning. For over 100 years the Barton B has been the most recongizable brand of Camp Barton. The B has traveled worldwide, it has been a spokesperson, a salesperson, and a ambassador of fellowship.  So what do you think? -is the B for Barton,  or is it for Bogan?  or both?
	In April of 1924, the New York State Park System is formally established. By April of 1925, the Finger Lakes State Parks Commission, under the leadership of Robert H. Treman, officialy opens Taughannock as a State Park.  Camp Barton would remain on the property during the summers of 1925 and 1926 but, as Taughannock quickly develops, the need for a new home intensifies.  Sam Bogan would yet again rise to the occassion, now collaborating with several “Scout-Friendly” benefactors led by Professor James E. Rice of Trumansburg. After months of  unsuccessful searching, Frontenac Point, an adequate space of around 90 acres, a historic hotel, and nearly 3,000 feet of lake frontage becomes a possibility. An option was secured in December of 1926 with an expiry of January 1927. The property was parcled into three sections. The price was $12,150.00 and a mortage of $5,000.00 was awared. In March of 1927, a total of 111 private loans are secured by the Ithaca Council from within its membership and the land is purchased from Nellie M. Prager who had purchased that property in 1915.
	The “new” Camp Barton would open on July 3rd 1927 with Samuel D. Bogan at the helm. It would be dedicated on  July 15, 1927, at a ceremony which drew over a thousand visitors despite a heavy rainstorm. Bogan would  deliver a poweful benediction which he referred to as “The Spirit of Camp Barton”  The speech was headed  with the words “Address of Dedication”. Bogans speech dedicated the property to the welfare of American  Boyhood. He proclaimed Camp Barton to be hallowed ground and dedicated to both human progress and the  devine right to make each generation better and nobler than the last.   Words that resonate now more than ever today.
